Upon acceptance to SUNY Potsdam, Student Health Services will forward all required health forms to
comply with New York State law. Candidates must submit a completed Student Health History form
to Student Health Services. The form must include the following:

a. For students enrolled in 6 credit hours or more per semester, proof of immunization against
measles, mumps and rubella OR show immunity by titer (the law applies to all students born on or
after January 1, 1957);

b. A signed meningitis response form; and

c. Proof of a test for tuberculosis (PPD) within the last year.

Candidates should be aware that failure to comply with New York State health laws will result in
disenrollment 30 days from the first day of class for U.S. students and 45 days from the first day of class for
out-of-state students.
