· Winds, Brass, Percussion, Strings, Harp: take 4 semesters of major instrumental ensembles; take 3 additional ensembles 
· Voice: take 4 semesters of major choral ensembles; take 3 additional ensembles
· Piano: take 1 semester of major choral ensemble; take 3 additional semesters of major ensembles of any kind; take 3 additional ensembles
· Guitar: take 3 semesters of major ensembles of any kind; take 4 semesters of guitar ensemble
· For piano, guitar and harp students, the major ensembles should be taken in the first four semesters of the degree
