Methodology

These data are analyzed by major/program by taking a snapshot of all headcounts (*duplicated) enrolled in the major/minor (program) for initial fall or spring semester in x year and tracking to measure the number and percent of headcounts compared to the fall or spring semester a year later (snapshot date). This includes 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th majors and minors (freshmen, transfer, continuing/returning combined) separated and totaled (all). 

*A student can be counted as a headcount in more than one major/minor. For example, 1st major in Anthropology, 2nd major in Art, minor in Acting. 

Majors/Minors: All headcount enrollments (includes 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th majors and minors) as of the fall snapshot. 

Returned in fall semester x (a year later): This includes the # and % of all majors/minors from initial cohort semester returning in the major/minor and the college a year later.

Graduation Information: This is the # and % of majors/minors from the initial cohort semester and graduating in the fall semester a year later. This includes the # and % of all majors/minors from initial cohort semester graduating in the major/minor and the college within a year (see ** footnote on each report). 

Persistence Rates: This includes the # and % of all majors/minors from the initial cohort semester returning and/or graduated in the major/minor and the college a year later.
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
